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Synopsis

This Extended Abstract must fit into a maximum of two A4 pages with 2.5 cm margins. The acceptance of the presentation in the conference will ultimately depend upon the acceptance of the extended abstract. 
Introduction

Body text should use Arial 11 font in single paragraphs with 0pt before and 6pt after spacing (this text can be used as a template). Paragraphs should not be indented. Do not use bold font in the text to emphasize words or phrases, use underlining or italic instead.
Results and Discussion

Sections captions must be in Arial 11pt bold, with paragraph spacing 12pt before and 6pt after.
Sub-sections may use headings:

· i.e. bullets, roman or Arabic numerals, etc;

· with 0.5 cm paragraph indentation and identical left tab position.

Figures should be referenced by Arabic numerals and, for the layout, please follow the next example:

(the Figure itself must be within a 12pt before and 0pt after single spaced paragraph)
In what concerns to Tables, they shall not exceed the full width of the page (i.e. 16 cm) and for headings use the following:

(within the Table single spacing, 0pt before and after, may be used)

A Table must always be followed by a blank paragraph separation to the following text.
SI units should be used wherever possible, as well as common internationally accepted rules and conventions of units.
Abbreviations should be explained with full words when they appear for the first time in the text. This does not apply to trivial ones.

Conclusions

If references are quoted in the abstract, they should be numbered consecutively as they appear in the text, with numbers put in square brackets. The list of references should be located at the end of the abstract under the heading “References” (please use the following examples as format template).
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
